We need $2,302 weekly to 

insure that we make the budget as it was presented and approved!  Last year our January 

offering was $8,584 and we ended the month $2,308 in the black.  This was mainly due to 

the absence of snow plowing bills and other unexpected bills.  This January, we ended the 

month $855 in the black.  This was due to a very successful roast pork dinner, despite the 

receipt of a couple snow plowing and salting bills.
